• In order for a student to successfully complete this course an initial level of English
proficiency of IELTS 5.5 is necessary. However there are other requirements from the
Department of Immigration and Multicultural and Indigenous Affairs (DIMIA) and you will
need to check with your Embassy.

• Enrolment requirements:
- Confirmation of fees paid
- Electronic Confirmation-of-Enrolment (e-CoE Form) sent to DIMIA for VISA application

• If you have formal qualifications from other learning centres which are the same as a
current subject you may apply for Recognition of Prior Learning (RPL). But you need to
be aware that if RPL is granted it will affect the duration of your Visa.

• International Students with school-aged dependants accompanying them, must show
enrolment and fees paid to a government or non-government school.

• After commencement of the course students may apply to DIMIA (a fee is payable) for a
working permit for up to 20 hours per week.  
Working hours are not to coincide with College time table.

• Students must attend an Orientation day prior to commencement of the course where
relevant health insurance and enrolment details will be processed.

• College Regulations:
- Student must conform to the college rules
- Participation in course activities is compulsory
- Absences must be reported each day of non attendance
- Doctor’s certificate or written explanation required for unattended days
-    Change of address or contact details must be given within 7 days

1 Payment of Fees

(eCoE) will be electronically sent to the Department of 
Immigration and Multicultural Affairs (DIMIA). 

1.6 Where an application is unsuccessful, all fees paid except the 
Administration/Application/Enrolment Fee will be refunded to 
the applicant. 

 

2 Cancellation and Refund Policy 
2.1 The College reserves the right to cancel any enrolment prior to 

the date of course commencement and all fees will be refunded. 

2.2 The Administration/Application/Enrolment fee is not refundable. 

2.3 Where an applicant is refused a student visa and is unable to 
undertake study in Australia, the tuition fees will be refunded. 

2.4 Where an applicant cancels his or her course giving more than 28 
days notice prior to course commencement, tuition fees will be 
refunded less a cancellation fee equal to 25% of the full tuition 
fee. 

2.5 Where an applicant cancels his or her course giving less than 28 
days notice prior to course commencement, NO REFUNDS will 
be given. 

2.6 Exceptions may be made to conditions 2.4 and 2.5 on 
compassionate medical grounds and only when this is confirmed 
in writing by a medical authority acceptable to the College. 

2.7 Notice of cancellation must be made in writing directly to the 
College and any application for refund must be received in 
writing within 90 days of course commencement date. 

2.8 Refunds cannot be paid directly to overseas students in Australia. 
 

3 Transfer Policy 
3.1 Subject to Government Guidelines and policy, students may be 

transferred to another institution.  NO TRANSFER of tuition fees 
will be made to other institutions nor between courses at the 
College after course commencement.
